  (g) Chairperson and procedures Each advisory council shall— 
  (1) elect a chairperson from among the members of the advisory council; and 
  (2) establish such rules and procedures as the advisory council determines to be necessary or appropriate. 
  (h) Service without compensation The members of each advisory council shall serve without pay. 
  (i) Termination The advisory councils shall terminate— 
  (1) on the date that is 2 years after the date on which the management plan (or amendment to an existing management plan) is officially adopted by the Secretary; or 
  (2) on such later date as the Secretary considers to be appropriate. 
  (j) Existing advisory bodies The Secretary may elect not to establish an advisory council for a unit of Federal land if a regularly scheduled, organized public forum or entity exists— 
  (1) of which the Bureau of Land Management is an active or leading participant; and 
  (2) that fulfills the duties described in subsection (b). 
  7. Rocks and small islands along coast of orange county, california 
  (a) California coastal national monument The Act of February 18, 1931 (46 Stat. 1172, chapter 226), is amended by striking  be, and the same are hereby, temporarily reserved and all that follows through  United States and inserting  are part of the California Coastal National Monument and shall be administered as part of the Monument. 
  (b) Repeal of reservation Section 31 of the Act of May 28, 1935 (49 Stat. 309, chapter 155), is repealed.
